HAVE DISCUSSED:

Mr.  Christophoros  Politis, Deputy  Resident
Representative, UNDP Ukraine, welcomed Mr. Vadym
Filashkin, Head of Donetsk Oblast Administration, and
Mr. Artem Lysohor, Head of Luhansk Oblast
Administration, other representatives of the regions,
partners and colleagues at the 2024 Closing Board
Meeting of the United Nations Recovery and
Peacebuilding Programme, or UN RPP.

Mr. Christophoros Politis emphasized how during the
Ukraine Recovery Conference President Zelensky has
highlighted. that today Ukraine is facing many of the
challenges it faced in 2014, they only augmented after
February 2022 by the scale of the disruption caused by the
full-scale invasion. In this context RPP’s model has been
proven to remain valid and replicable. Thanks to the RPP
flexibility, UNDP and sister UN Agencies were able to
rapidly switch gears and scale up the RPP action.
However, a paradigm shift and profound transformation is
needed today to address the new challenges of Ukraine.
Today the board will have an opportunity to evaluate the

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results and impact of UN RPP and to also discuss the way
forward, as we present the new UNDP vision for area-
based development.

Mr. Artem Lysohor, Head of the Luhansk Regional
State Administration. underlined the importance of
today’s event for Luhansk Oblast and expressed gratitude
for the support received via the UN RPP. He underlined
the many successes of the Programme, from rehabilitation
of infrastructure to the provision of services including
through  mobile integrated service solutions. He
emphasized the impact and consequences of the full-scale
war on the Oblast, including the displacement of its
residents. He also underlined the importance of economic
recovery and the need to create synergies and linkages to
ensure the support is holistic and well-coordinated. He
ended noting that after the end of the war, significant
assistance will be needed for reconstruction of Luhansk
Oblast.

Among the important aspects of the work, Mr. Artem
Lysohor singled out the following:

I. Social recovery and preservation of human capital for
the future of Luhansk region.

2. Integration and support of displaced universities in the
region.

3. Implementation of regional projects for the oblast.
Establishing interregional ~ cooperation,  building
sustainable ties and cooperation in the areas of
infrastructure, transport, digitalization and innovation,
supporting  entrepreneurship, developing small and
medium-sized businesses and international trade,
exchanging culture, art, tourism, etc. will help to
effectively cope with the recovery process.

Mr. Vadym Filashkin, Head of the Donetsk Regional
State  Administration, noted cooperation  and
coordination and the key need to restore Ukraine’s human
capital, as part of the reconstruction needs. He claimed that
Donetsk Oblast will need to change with Ukraine, and its
leadership is committed not to build as it was but build
back better. He also underlined the need for continued
coordinated support to Donetsk Oblast.

Mr.  Christophoros  Politis, Deputy Resident
Representative, UNDP Ukraine, summarized the
remarks underlying the value of UN RPP in terms of
successful adaptive management, the key importance of
building back/forward better, and on adopting joined
approaches that leverage the role and mandate of different
partners.

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Federica Dispenza, Specialist, Community
Security and Social Cohesion. presented the results and
impacts of the UN RPP. which are as follows:

1.

Creation of enabling conditions for private
entrepreneurship
Support to the transformation of the labour market
in the war-affected (eastern) regions
Support to recovery through comprehensive,
coordinated, and area-based visioning and
planning
Increased resilience in communities, through
capacities for response, good governance and
improved service provision
Building and maintaining trust between citizens
and local institutions
Support to civil society capacity development for
e Advocacy
e Accountability
e Civic engagement
e Contflict analysis and management.

Christophoros  Politis, Deputy Resident
Representative, UNDP Ukraine, claimed that the new
reality post February 2022 has forced us all to change gear
including the UN RPP family. That we remain collectively
committed to investing in the recovery of Ukraine, but a
new programmatic angle will be needed that is built on the
evidence of the new reality of Ukraine. He noted that RPP
was a resounding success in many ways and that the area-
based model is still relevant, nevertheless asked for
everyone’s support and commitment to the necessary
change of gears.

Mr. Henrik Huitfeldt, Head of Section — Economic
Cooperation and Social Policies, Delegation of the
European Union to Ukraine (EUD) noted how the RPP
action was instrumental for the resilience of the partner
communities post-February 2022. He recognized that the
scale of reconstruction and recovery needs will be much
larger than post-2014. He underlined that the innovative
character of the UN RPP was also in its becoming a
platform for coordination that brought many donors
around the table to discuss coordinated recovery action.

Luis Amaya, Head of Programme, FAO,
underlined it was a pleasure to be part of the UN RPP and
underscored how many of the challenges ahead can be
opportunities. He noted that the impact of RPP already was
transmitted and should continue to be, to other areas of the
country due to the displacement. From FAO's perspective
wishes to see taking this opportunity to scale up area-based
models for recovery.

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Ms. Oksana Holovko, Director of the Department of
Investment, Innovative Development and External
Relations of the Donetsk  Regional State
Administration, noted the exceptional circumstance that
Luhansk and Donetsk experienced post 2014 and again
post 2022. She noted that among the lessons learned is the
importance of synergies within UN RPP — synergies that
were maintained even after February 2022. Ms. Holovko
emphasized on cruciality of collaboration between
hromadas and regional representatives, since without
proper communication the situation may lead to
disbalance of responsibilities and rights. She concluded
stating Donetsk will be pleased and look forward to further
cooperation.

Mr.  Christophoros  Politis, Deputy Resident
Representative, UNDP Ukraine, noted the continued
commitment to investing in Donetsk and Luhansk. in a
way that fits the priority of preparing hromadas to be
“recovery and reconstruction ready” including from the
human capital perspective. He introduced the R4 as a
vision to continue supporting Resilience., Reforms,
Recovery and Returns.

Mr. Philip Peirce, Chief Technical Advisor, UNDP
Ukraine, presented the R4 vision, which proposes new
area-based development framework, which seeks to build
on the recognised achievements, partnerships,
implementation infrastructure and lessons learned of the
RPP. All R4 interventions will be evidence-based, and
data driven, and an eclectic approach to indicators is
envisaged, including EU SPI, UNDP HDI, UNDP-Japan
Human Security indicators, and those for the SDGs. Mr.
Peirce noted that R4 is a national framework, for

customization to local needs in each Oblast and
community.
Mr.  Christophoros  Politis, Deputy Resident

Representative, UNDP Ukraine, noted that R4 is a
strategic programmatic approach that offer complex
solutions to complex challenges. It aims to build resilience
and laying the foundations for recovery without
undermining the investments that will be needed in
economic recovery and human capital — rather
complementing and strengthening them. He also noted that
R4 is not a programme or a project — but a vision and
guiding framework that can be implemented through
concrete project vehicles.

Mr. Henrik Huitfeldt, Head of Section — Economic
Cooperation and Social Policies, Delegation of the
European Union to Ukraine (EUD), noted how
financing within the EU is changing: a major part of the

He also
noted the significant commitment of the Government of
Ukraine under pillar 1 of the plan and the relevant
investment indicator(s).

He continued to note that EU4Recovery is a good brand to
be built upon and reiterated the innovative element of the
UN RPP as a platform for donor coordination. The EU will
focus going forward mostly on oblasts close to the
frontline — despite many parallel actions might continue in
western oblasts. The EU will see how the current and
planned EU action fits within the R4 vision and at what
stage it can and will be plugged in.
