OBJECTIVES

The RFF project aims to strengthen the response of the Government
and Parliament to the multi-dimensional crisis triggered by COVID-19
in the political, social, and economic spheres in Kyrgyzstan. With the
fast-evolving political context and government priorities, the RFF
project adopts a flexible approach, guided by SDG principles with a
focus on Governance and Digital Disruption. Fundamentally, the
project aims to build trust between the state and citizens, embed
accountability and transparency mechanisms in all interventions, and
address structural factors causing vulnerabilities through gender-
sensitive interventions and conflict-sensitive programming. Emphasis
on empowering women through the provision of socio-economic and
leadership opportunities will be ensured throughout the project’s
interventions. This will result in more sustainable development
towards achieving the SDGs, while navigating short-term risks.

OUTCOMES

Outcome 1: Effective management of the COVID-19
response through transparent and inclusive governance

The RFF project aims to improve inclusivity by increasing
accessibility to information on COVID-19, digitally track the
implementation of crisis action plans, ensure aid transparency and
coordination, enhance the legislative and oversight functions of
Parliament, and strengthen the social contract. Technical
assistance will be provided to the Government in implementing
effective economic recovery responses, as well as support in
formulating scenarios for economic recovery trajectories under the
‘new normal’ to develop strategies and capacities for coping with
new multiple shocks. Coordination between stakeholders will be
enhanced, including within government and through grassroots
consultations, for reviewing the effectiveness of the response to the
‘first wave’ of COVID-19 to provide recommendations on stronger
crisis management, and to inform government decision-making and
oversight.

Outcome 3: Digital disruption and innovation for effective
COVID-19 response

Social distancing during COVID-19 has highlighted the need for
stronger digital connectivity, especially for providing key public

services to safeguard the fundamental rights of all citizens. UNDP
will evaluate the digital transformation strategy “Sanarip
Kyrgyzstan”, accelerate it with a human-centered Digital
Development Strategy, and map digital needs and initiatives in
governance and public service delivery, including for providing new
telehealth services. An integrated institutional context analysis, in
partnership with the State ICT Committee and the UK’s Government
Digital Service, will further inform this digital transformation.
Technical support for the Office of the President will subsequently
be provided for mainstreaming digitalization in the National
Development Strategy 2040 to increase digital connectivity, access
and affordability in the future.
