Development of Ukraine, and Mr Martin Schroeder,
Head of the Local and Human Development Section at
the EU Delegation to Ukraine. Furthermore, he thanked
the EU colleagues as well as the representatives of the
European Union Advisory Mission (EUAM) for joining
the meeting. Finally, words of appreciation were
extended to the UNFPA and UN Women colleagues —
joining online and in the room, as well as the UNDP
colleagues who made the meeting possible.

Mr Christophoros Politis pointed out that the “10 priority
reforms of the government” had laid the “stepping
stones” for a path back to the previous positive trajectory
for Ukraine’s further development. Despite the ongoing
destruction, the strong partnership between the
Government of Ukraine, the European Union and UNDP
over many years was an important element of continuing
to make progress towards full recovery.

Ms Iryna Kucheruk, Head of the Department of
International Cooperation at the Ministry for
Communities, Territories and Infrastructure
Development of Ukraine, expressed thanks for the
opportunity to be present at the meeting, and expressed
gratitude to the UNDP and the EU representatives for
their wide and comprehensive support to Ukraine in such
difficult times. The full-scale Russian invasion of
Ukraine led to significant human casualties, destruction
of infrastructure, displacement of the population within
the country and forced migration of citizens to
neighbouring countries. Alone, she stated, Ukraine would
not be able to effectively cope with the challenges of
reconstruction and early recovery in a short period.
Fortunately, international development partners,
including the European Union and UNDP, were actively
engaged in the recovery process by providing an
exceptional level of support.

Ms Iryna Kucheruk emphasized that the “EU4Recovery
— Empowering Communities in Ukraine” project was
supporting war-affected communities, and was extremely
important to the government. The local communities
were becoming the basis for the restoration of the de-
occupied settlements. Supporting them would ensure
access to social services and infrastructure, better security
for citizens, and safe return of the people to their homes.
To achieve the goal, close cooperation between the
Ministry of Infrastructure, development partners and
project implementors required a high level of cooperation
and transparency, and the Ministry for Communities,
Territories and Infrastructure Development of Ukraine
remained open to them.

Mr Martin Schroeder, Head of the Local and Human
Development Section at the EU Delegation to Ukraine,
underlined the long-standing cooperation between the
European Delegation and UNDP within the framework of
the “EU Support for the East of Ukraine — Recovery,
Peacebuilding and Governance” project. He mentioned

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that the “EU4Recovery — Empowering Communities in
Ukraine” project was seen as the continuation of this
engagement. Among other considerations, the flexibility
on the ground was appreciated, especially in these
difficult times, as it enabled that the arising needs and the
priorities of the government could be met.

Mr  Martin  Schroeder pointed out that the
“EU4Recovery” project was a strong signal of the EU’s
support and solidarity with the people of Ukraine. Its
focus was specifically on the front line communities as
the most-affected areas in the country. He also
highlighted that as Ukraine had become a candidate to
join the European Union, it was important to work on the
European integration of Ukraine alongside the recovery
processes. Hence, Mr Schroeder emphasized the
importance of EU visibility in the project, and suggested
continuous collaboration between the EU and UNDP to
ensure that the Communication and Visibility Plan was
implemented, remained relevant and ensured the
adequate branding of the “EU4Recovery” project.
EU4Recovery should provide strong visibility as part of
the support provided to Ukraine for EU accession.

Mr Martin Schroeder then proceeded with briefly
introducing his colleagues from the European Union
Advisory Mission (EUAM) present at the meeting.

Ms Sabine Freizer Gunes, UN Women Country
Representative, emphasized the importance of the
“EU4Recovery” project’s support for the gender
dimension, particularly, security for women and girl
survivors of violence, but also more broadly gender-
responsive development at community level in terms of
participating and decision-making and, eventually, in
terms of gender-responsive planning.

Mr Pavlo Zamostian, UNFPA  Assistant
Representative, noted that UNFPA focused on adding
the human dimension to the recovery process, in
particular empowering young people to be resilient and
ensure recovery at community level. Mr Pavlo Zamostian
presented the results of joint research by UNFPA and
UNDP, according to which over 70 per cent of the young
people were ready to volunteer and engage in the
recovery process, but only a few were already engaged in
it. According to Mr Zamostian, this is great potential that
should be counted on during the recovery. Mr Pavlo
Zamostian expressed his hopes that with support from the
“EU4Recovery” project, models for such engagement by
young people would be developed.

Mr  Nils Christensen, Programme Manager,
commenced by presenting an overview of the project
mentioning the implementing partners, UNDP as lead
agency, UN Women and UNFPA. He also referred to

budget of EUR 35,000,000 and the implementing period
from October 2022 until September 2024. The key
achievements in the provision of the public services and
community security since the launch of the project in
2022 were also highlighted.

Mr Martin Schroeder, Head of the Local and Human
Development Section at the EU Delegation to Ukraine,
commented on the list of the target areas of the
“EU4Recovery” project highlighting the following
oblasts as project priority areas: Chernihiv, Sumy,
Kharkiv, Poltava, Dnipropetrovsk and Mykolaiv.
Furthermore, a limited set of activities will be undertaken
in Luhansk, Donetsk, Zaporizhzhia, and Kherson oblasts,
if accessibility and security permit. In addition, targeted
support to IDP integration is being piloted in Zakarpattia
and Chernivtsi oblasts, with the intention of replicating
and scaling up to the frontline as soon as conditions
allow. At the same time, Mr Martin Schroeder
emphasised the need to maintain the focus and strategic
vision of the project on the priority oblasts and frontline
communities when security situation allows.

Mr Martin Schroeder highlighted that the health
component had become more prominent than it used to
be in the UN RPP.

Ms Kirsten Joppe, Head of the Governance
Component at the European Union Advisory Mission
Ukraine, underlined the increasing number of requests
for psychological health support from the target areas and
the excellent cooperation of the EUAM with the
Community Security and Social Cohesion team working
under Strategic Objective 2 of the EU4Recovery project
on this matter.

Mr Nils Christensen, Programme Manager, agreed to
the comments and then proceeded with presenting the
Annual Work Plans for the current year, 2023. The
priority areas of work were also brought to the attention
of the participants and for the approval by the Board
members.

Ms Olena Rudych, Local Governance and
Decentralization Component Coordinator, detailed
the planned activities in the Local Governance and
Decentralization Component. The most prominent of
these include the Modular Centres for the provision of
Administrative and Social Services, the opening of the
Public Health and Recovery Centres, procurement of
ambulances, infection control units, telemedicine
equipment, creation of call centres, mobile palliative care
clinics, training sessions for Emergency Medical
Technicians.

Ms Federica Dispenza, Community Security and
Social Cohesion Specialist, reiterated that the local
communities were the basis for the recovery processes in
Ukraine and noted that the expertise of UNDP,
UN Women and UNFPA should come together to put
local communities at the centre of the recovery, not
leaving anyone behind, especially the most vulnerable
groups (veterans, IDPs, youth and survivors of sexual
violence). A people-based model for recovery goes along
with the two strategic directions: on the one hand,
establishing a safe and secure environment by supporting
first responders, security and justice service providers;
and on the other hand, empowering communities to lead
the recovery and return to development pathways by
leveraging the increased sense of civic responsibility and
civic engagement that is clearly highlighted in recent
assessments such as SHARP.

Ms Federica Dispenza focused on the importance of
youth infrastructure, in particular, on the establishing of
specific premises at community level where young
people can develop their skills and, at the same time,
identify their role in the recovery process.

Ms Federica Dispenza noted the importance of the fact
that survivors of violence (both gender-based and war-
related) were linked, empowered to participate in and
connected to the recovery process, and that the specific
services for this target group were integrated into the
government-led activities.

Ms. Jolly Acen, Programme Specialist and Head of
the UN Women Sub-Office in Dnipro, spoke about the
support provided for community-based prevention of
gender-based violence. Women are mobilized to form a
strong safety net, including by bringing men and boys on
board to challenge the social norms that perpetrate
violence in the community. UN Women is also looking at
bringing human capital together with infrastructure to
enable a stronger and more sustainable impact for the
“EU4Recovery” project.

Ms Olga Tsuprykova, Project Coordinator, Youth
Engagement Specialist, UNFPA, expressed
appreciation for the continued good cooperation started
withinthe UN RPP, with regard to the “TatoHub”
initiative, the youth programmes on soft skills
development and trauma-coping techniques that have
been built and will now become more accessible to the
population, as they will be provided at local level. As part
of the “EU4Recovery” project, it is planned to establish
in collaboration with UNDP Community Resilience
Centres in three communities in the following oblasts:
Poltava, Dnipropetrovsk, and Chernihiv.

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Mr  Christophoros Politis, Deputy Resident
Representative, UNDP Ukraine, enquired about the
prioritization of social services and their types, needs
assessments in various sectors in terms of the social
length, as well as maximizing on the mobile
Administrative Service Centres which were the key
element in the provision of social services. Another point
raised concerned the digitalization of administrative
services and unpacking the process of creating the digital
tools, noting the focus of the government on the central
and sub-national levels on this matter, and its investment
in having digital focal points at local level.

Mr Nils Christensen, Programme Manager, confirmed
that needs assessments were taking place and added that
one finding was that needs differed between regions.

Ms Olena Rudych, Local Governance and
Decentralization Component Coordinator, reassured
the Board that all the activities were closely coordinated
with the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine, and the
level of provision of social services was under review in
the target oblasts of the Local Governance and
Decentralization Component. The Ministry of Social
Policy expressed interest in replicating the case
management approach in social care services that had
previously been successfully implemented by the
UN RPP in Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts. This had been
considered and the approach will be introduced in
64 target communities.

Ms Olena Rudych added that that the recovery strategy
for social care and services was elaborated for 10 selected
communities. With the support from the EU, the initiative
of creating 10 Recovery and Development Centres was
brought to life. Each of the selected oblasts will also use
these centres as offices to coordinate donor activities.

In terms of administrative services, Ms Olena Rudych
mentioned the start of the cybersecurity project in Poltava
and Dnipropetrovsk oblasts.

Mr Nils Christensen, Programme Manager, informed
the Board that a project evaluation was planned for
autumn 2023, with further details to be agreed with the
EU Delegation to Ukraine. The Board was informed
about the key challenges that the project was facing, such
as attracting and retaining human capacity, a point which
the Board members agreed on.

Mr Nils Christensen raised the issue of waiving the
competitive process for engaging a Responsible Party for
managing a small grants programme for the Board’s
consideration and approval.

Ms Federica Dispenza, Community Security and
Social Cohesion Specialist, informed the Board that the
